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Postsecondary Enrollment Options (PSEO)
(Minn. Stat. 124D.09)

Students earn both high school and postsecondary credit for juniors and seniors and in some
circumstances 9" and 10™ grade students at state-approved postsecondary institutions (PSI).

MDE Pays Tuition

MARSS: ‘Y’ PSEO — PSEO high school hours needed, excludes study hall.
‘N’ — Concurrent Enroliment

PSI determines which juniors and seniors are eligible to participate and in which/how many
postsecondary courses. 10" grade students are eligible to participate in a career and technical
class.

1. Taught by postsecondary faculty at the postsecondary campus.
2. Taught by postsecondary faculty via online learning.

Courses to Agreement/District Pays Tuition

MARSS: ‘N’ PSEO — 0 PSEO high school hours.
‘Y’ Concurrent Enrollment
